
FUNDING

Funding for the scholarship is made possible by the 
California Fire Foundation, the charitable organization 
created by California Professional Firefighters (CPF) to 
assist families of fallen firefighters.

Scholarship Award Amount and Distribution

•	 Each scholarship award amount is $2,000.

•	 A scholarship recipient is not eligible to re-apply for 
a Daniel A. Terry Scholarship award if they have 
already received one.

•	 Scholarship awards will be announced in the month 
of July 2010.

•	 Scholarship awards will be made directly to the 
applicants for the upcoming academic year, upon 
verification of enrollment in a university or post 
secondary institution (may be a certificate or degree 
granting institution).

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

•	 Applicant must be the natural or legally adopted 
child of a California firefighter who died in the line 
of duty and whose name appears on the California 
Firefighters Memorial Wall or is approved for the 
Memorial Wall.

•	 Applicant must be under 27 years of age at the 
application closing date.

•	 Applicant must possess a high school diploma or 
equivalent, or be in the final year of high school.

 

APPLICATION PROCESS

•	 Candidates seeking a Daniel A. Terry Scholarship 
award must complete an application form and 
forward it to the California Fire Foundation by the 
closing application date.  Applications may be 
downloaded from the California Fire Foundation 
website at www.cafirefoundation.org or obtained 
from the Foundation at:
